As the shocking news of tragedy in Phoenix spread, people in the Valley and then in many parts of the world came to know about the murdered priest, Fr. Kenneth Walker, FSSP.  He had been ordained just two years ago for the Priestly Fraternity of St. Peter.  The middle child of eleven children, he aspired to the priesthood at an early age.

Joe Kestner, one of our program volunteers, introduced Father to RFR.  He subsequently was a guest speaker as often as four times a month. In December he was an honored guest at the RFR Christmas Coffee. 


On a weekly basis Fr. Walker visited Phoenix-area homes, bringing a statue of Our Lady of Fatima, and praying the Rosary with the families.  He zealously promoted devotion to Our Lady and to the Five First Saturdays she requested at Fatima.

Fr. Joseph Terra, FSSP, the pastor of Mater Misericordiae Mission (Mother of Mercy), and Fr. Walker, associate, frequently prayed the Rosary at abortion centers.  God alone knows how many babies were saved, and mothers were spared lasting heartache, through these Rosaries. 


Many people believe Fr. Kenneth Walker, this holy, prayerful young priest, will do infinitely more good from Heaven than he did while on earth--just as in the pattern of St. Therese.

Recently people praying at an abortion center sought Fr. Walker’s intercession. They then witnessed a turn-around: a pregnant woman changed her mind and left the abortion center.

              Pray for Us
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July 16, Feast of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel, is one the most universally celebrated Marian feasts. Associated with it is the Brown Scapular. Mary promised:  “Take this Scapular; whosoever dies wearing it shall not suffer eternal fire.  It shall be a sign of salvation, a protection in danger....”  This is not to be taken superstitiously.  Salvation requires perseverance in faith, hope and love.  Many wear the Brown Scapular to show their consecration to Mary and to seek her help in their salvation. 

The Brown Scapular, “the Garment of Grace,” is one of the oldest gifts from Mary. In 1251 Our Lady gave it to St. Simon Stock. The promise of the Scapular, originally intended for Carmelites, was later extended to all the laity.  At Fatima, Our Lady requested the wearing of the Brown Scapular.
