Pope Leo has declared a special Jubilee for 
2026 in honor of St. Francis, marking the 800-
year anniversary of his passing in Assisi. This 
special Jubilee follows immediately after and 
extends the 2025 Ordinary Jubilee of Hope. 
Pope Leo compared Francis’ time to our time. 

The Jubilee Year extends until January 10, 2027, with a plenary 
indulgence available every day for all who visit any Franciscan 
conventual church or place of worship dedicated or connected to 
St. Francis and spend a reasonable period of time in prayer so as to 
promote feelings of Christian charity toward our neighbor, concluding 
with an Our Father, the Creed and invocations to the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, St. Francis, St. Clare, and all the saints of the Franciscan family. 
The plenary indulgence is subject to normal conditions (sacramental 
confession, Eucharist, and prayers for the Pope’s intentions).
